Pehatine 209.

Pehatine 209 is a ready to use additive, a white, smooth, thick fluid of a yoghurt-like substance. Apart from functioning as a glue it also ensures that the glaze or slip does not sag. It decreases the formation of crackle and ensures that the substance can be painted on easily without forming streaks, both on baked and unbaked shards. 

The glaze or slip will take longer to dry allowing the surface to straighten out entirely. When produced (in a glaze or slip) it can be kept for a long time. 
Directions for use:

Producing the Pehatine 209

Pehatine is an extract. You must dilute it with water. One bottle of Pehatine 209 of 500 ml takes two bottles of water of 500 ml. It is now ready for use. (you can use the same bottle)
Producing glaze and slip
You may now produce your glaze or slip as you were used to. Instead of using water you now use the prepared Pehatine 209 at the required thickness. Seven, if necessary. 
Applying the glaze and slip
Apply the glaze or slip in several layers using a broad, soft brush (a Japanese brush or Haké brush). Let each layer dry out properly.
